The CIAM president and the FAI Secretary General delivered a brief verbal report. A new WAG
managing director has been appointed. The 2009 WAG organisation is proceeding well.

The new FAI sporting licences database will be available from January 2009. A beta-testing
period is planned.

WADA. Report by FAI Secretary General, Max Bisho p

WADA updated anti doping rules, with small modifications, are effective from 1% January 2009.
Max Bishop pointed out that WADA is intent on the application of the rules. Each Commission
should have its own rules, and the Technical Secretary is tasked to draft a proposal.

Many Federations, not yet applying them, would not be recognised as sport organisations.

A common “out-of-competition-testing” process has not been yet established and each nation
can decide its own process to which the competitors shall adhere. Competitors must submit a
TUE (Therapeutic Use Exemptions) form if they have to take banned substances for medicinal
purposes. Championships bulletins should include this requirement. If any national anti-doping
organisation requires on-site testing, the competition organiser will need to have available,
appropriate facilities (private and secure location).

The doping is not a major concern for aeromodelling. However, it cannot be ignored.

Well run event despite the atrocious weather conditions. The flying site could only be
accessed with difficulty. Only three flights were flown, without the possibility to
discard the worst result. The food was poor and the ablution facilities very bad. No
heating system in the hotel. The President stated that the Bureau must insist on all
the requirements before assigning a championship. Emil Giezendanner suggested a
list of minimum standards to be required for holding a championship.

Written report submitted prior to meeting.

Good championship. The report failed to mention that some models were stolen, and
payment required by local population for returning them.

F1E Free Flight. Seniors and Juniors. Germany (13t 0 20 September). Srdjan
Pelagic
Written report submitted prior to meeting.

The site was considered not suitable for holding F1E Championship, mainly due to
the variable wind conditions. lan Kaynes received critical reports from four team
managers stating that there were too many trees, and wind conditions were too
strong and unfavourable for sporting results. Srdjan Pelagic confirmed the wind
speed to be 1.5 m/s max. and, despite the trees, the time keepers worked according
to the rules. Gerhard Woebbeking explained that a German expert was consulted
and gave his approval for the contest site. However, he expressed his concerns for
the next F1E WCh to be organised in Germany.

F3A R/C Aerobatics. Italy. (23 to 30 August). Bob S  kinner

The championship was conducted in an atmosphere of excellent organisation,
planning, and near-perfect execution, with good sporting results.

The Dutch team manager exhibited unsporting behaviour by formulating a protest
against the judging panel. He also used the public address system without authority
to broadcast his intentions, and coerced other teams to join him in this action.

With effect 1 January 2009, the Sporting Code provides for disqualification of an
individual or an entire team for such conduct, after due process.

F3C Helicopters. France. (5 to 12 July). Horace Hag en
Written report submitted prior to meeting.

Very successful championship. One judge showed significant national bias during the
fly-off rounds, and it was recommended that this judge not be used for future
international competitions. The President commented that the sub-committee
chairmen have the authority to recommend to organisers that judges who have not
performed adequately, not be nominated for duty. The F3C Sub-committee chairman
will provide the president with data for sending a letter of censure to the NAC.

Extraordinary ltems concerning World/Continental Championships

Discussion was held about the tour day/rain day during a championship. Various opinions were
put forward but the solution for better use of the tour day was not found. The Technical
Secretary commented that any tour was optional and, if one was to be offered, then it should be
scheduled at the end of the Championship and not during it.

In any event, the rain day is necessary as a spare day for assuring the completion of the
championship in case of weather or other delays.

Gerhard Woebbeking suggested that future organisers could provide only tourist information, as
opposed to an organised tour.

Perceived extortion of competitors by organisers . High costs for accommodation,

banguet

Some national teams reported that some north-east European country organisers asked double
rate for hotel accommodation, compared to website-listed rates. Often the organisers book all
the rooms for the Championship and the competitors have no alternative solutions. The same
organisers ask high banquet costs (about 40-50 euros) for a snack meal and alcoholic
beverages. lan Kaynes reminded the meeting that few organisers provide the championship
budget for evaluation and approval at the December Bureau meeting as laid down in the Code.

Dave Brown suggested that the jury presidents include a short financial/economic summary in
the FAI Jury report.

Jury performance at World and Continental Champ ionships

The President asked members of FAI jury panels to remain independent in their actions from the
organisers. The FAI jury has a vital role and shall use an “enlightened common sense approach"
for facing the issues and protests that could occur during a championship. The “CASI
International Jury Members’ Handbook” shall be followed, useful in particular for managing
protests. Andras Ree stated that Jury members must be pro-active and should anticipate
potential problems, co-operating with the Contest Director. Gerhard Woebbeking commented
that language difficulties often create problems, and NACs nominate jury members who are too
old, and not ideally suited for jury duty.

Sporting Code Section 4 and related items. Report by CIAM Technical Secretary, Jo Halman
A written report was submitted and distributed for perusal prior to the meeting.

The submission of candidates’ hames for the lists of Judges and Sub-committee members that
FAI sends annually to each NAC for updating and approval, was discussed.

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m) (2) & (3) New B.5.5 FUEL
Standard Fuel

When a standard FAI fuel is specified, the fuel tha  t the organisers shall supply for practice
and for the competition shall be of the same consti tuents, mixed in a single batch.

Standard fuels which are used for competition fligh ts shall be part of the entry fee. Practice
fuel supplied by the organiser to the competitors s hall be charged at cost.

The standard FAI fuel for practice _must be requested in advance (at the time of entry).

Non-Standard Fuel

The organisers shall make available for cost, up to 20 litres of fuel &ditresforE1C) per competitor
for practice flying and for use in competitions. The fuel,_or constituents, must be requested in
advance (at the time of entry) from the list below:

1) 80% methanol 20% castor oll

2) 70% methanol 10% nitromethane 20% castor oil

3) 80% methanol 20% synthetic oil

4) 70% methanol 10% nitromethane 20% synthetic oil.

Reason: The current wording of the rule is difficult to understand so the sentences have been
restructured and logically located. Additional text has been added to ensure that there is no
difference between practice and competition fuel. The anomaly between classes for paying for
practice and/or competition fuel has been resolved.

Note: Rule F2D 4.4.5 states that “A reasonable charge may be made for the fuel.” This implies
that a charge may be made for the F2D competition fuel which is not the case. This sentence will
need to be deleted in the F2 volume as a consequential change if the proposal is approved by
Plenary.

Outcome: Amended & agreed by Bureau for the 2009 Plenary Agenda.
Note i: The F2 & F3 Aerobatics S-C proposals must not be placed on the Plenary Agenda.

Note Il Currently in the F1 Organiser’'s Guide 3.A2.4.5 it says “The organisers shall provide, for
cost, up to 5 litres of fuel per contestant for F1C practice flying and for use in the competition.”
This seems to say that the F1C fliers actually pay for the fuel they use for their competition flights
which is a contradiction to the new B.5.5.

Outcome: Outstanding; to be checked with IK— action Tech Sec.

n) (4) ABRB.5.3
A new paragraph B.5.3 and re-number the subsequent paragraphs.

B.5.3. For open international competitions, includi ng World Cups, the Organiser must limit
the number of entries so that the competition can b e finished within the allotted time. The
maximum number of entries must be stated in the eve nt notification. The entries shall be
accepted by the Organiser in order of receipt until the limit is reached and the entry is
closed. Late entrants must be notified that their entry has not been accepted.

Reason: The organiser has a responsibility not to accept so many entries that the event cannot be
finished in the allotted time with the consequence that the partial results are void.

Outcome:  Amended & agreed by Bureau for the 2009 Plenary Agenda

Note: One or two people wanted the flexibility of “may” in the first sentence but that is contradictory
to the rest of the sentence. If “may” was permitted then it would mean that the organiser could, if
he wanted, not limit the entries so that the competition would not finish in the allotted time. It has to
stay as “must”.

Note: The F2 S-C proposal must not be placed on the Plenary Agenda
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0) +++(5) & (6) TX IMPOUND PROCESS
Amend paragraph B.11.2 as follows:

B.11.2 Each day, before the start of the competition, all transmitters on the competition site to be
used in the contest for that day must be impounded and kept under the supervision of a special
official. Transmitters that are not impounded during the spe cified period(s), may not be used
in the competition for that day, but must be retain ed by the officials in the pound for safety
reasons. Similarly, all transmitters must be withdr awn at the end of the day’s flying

activities, and may not be left in the pound, unles s by speual arrangement with the

organiser. Failure to withdraw a transmitter, by mi——stake-orinadverten: — for whatever
reason, will result in a reduction of  =2% of the score of the competltor s next flight. S pread

Organisers so require.

Fhis-The transmitter impound _ official(s) will issue the transmitter to the competitor only when he
is called to make his fllght (in accordance W|th the procedure laid down for the class concerned).

dlfferlng from that aSS|gned by the organiser in the starting list, except if the contest director allows
the change in advance, is considered unauthorised transmission. The transmitter frequency must

be displayed on the outside of the transmitter erplug-in-module-orfrequency-switeh. Also,

frequency synthesised transmitters must be designed to display the current frequency and to
change to another frequency without RF transmission.

Reason: At a number of recent events, competitors and team managers failed to follow accepted
procedures. This necessitates the institution of a penalty for non-compliance.

Outcome:  Amended & agreed by Bureau for the 2009 Plenary Agenda
